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comprises 10 districts namely; Angul, Baragarh, Bolangir, Nuapada, 

Sambalpur, Sonepur, Kalahandi, Boudh, Nawarangpur and Koraput for an 

initial period of 6 years. Under this project, BAIF will adopt a multi-pronged 

approach to overcome the present fodder situation in the State. BAIF will 

operate a project for goat development in 5 districts namely, Mayurbhanj, 

Sundargarh, Keonjhar, Bolangir, Deogarh. A cluster of 100 villages in each 

district will be identified covering 4000–5000 goat-keeping families. The 

activities include promotion of improved breeding through use of superior 

breeding bucks, promotion of better health care and management practices 

for higher productivity and higher returns and building the capacity of the 

local community member for undertaking goat production as a profitable 

enterprise. BAIF will also provide technical support for setting up Embryo 

Transfer Technology laboratory at Livestock Breeding Farm, Khapuria, 

Cuttack.

Department is taking conscious attempt to address the women and focus 

their extension activities through women Self-Help Groups (SHGs). 

Women employees working in the department prove to be great utility to 

strengthen the extension activities particularly for educating women farmers. It 

can be concluded that the department has a growing strength and opportunity to 

address gender issues. Most of the schemes implemented in ARD sector benefit 

the community as a whole. The BPL women farmers are prioritized to set up 

backyard poultry unit under the Central Plan Scheme “Rural Backyard Poultry 

Development”. However, Gender component is not captured separately.
